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Stack-A-Value Cards
Run each set of value cards on a different color of heavy paper (e.g., the ones on yellow, the

tens on blue, the hundreds on red, etc.). Cut each value card apart and fold it in the middle so it will
stand up. Then you can start stacking the cards to represent different numbers. This is great to use
with the Place Value Holder so the student can visually see a representation of the number.
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
