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Here's in a nutshell what I got:

CTE career development:

Several teachers said that I could contact the state and get a new video.  Another said "Disney has a Career Department, e-mail them and see what they have on DVD about Careers at Disney's Properties."  

I think I will try asking for a new video, unless anybody has any other brilliant ideas.  I agree that it does have a really good message that just isn't in other videos I've seen available.

Sewing on knit fabrics:

One teacher said to stretch it a little, but another said that will make it ripple (that is what I've experienced and why I avoid them).  So, what sounds like the best bet is to sew carefully, without stretching at all, then serge the edges for a nice finish.  Adjust the differential feed to a higher number to reduce rippling.  This is what I will suggest.
