Park Designs is great, Carrie Barker is the rep in the area and does a great job taking care of things, however they don't make the colors in the checks that you need anymore, sooo I ordered from a company by the name of Dunroven and was very pleased with them.  Just google dunroven for the information.
I do a simple 16" square pillow. I have 17" piece for the 
front, then do two pieces for the back. I have the 
students finish the center seam of the back and put a 
piece of velcro on it. The students then sew the front 
and back together. This takes them about 4-5 days.

I buy walmart fabric, plain or siimple stripe, cut 90" long 3" wide straps; the kids iron them in half, I help each student serge (I actually let them serge only the last foot or so because they are so afraid of the serger) the length.  If you want to, you can anchor one side of the strap at the top so it is still adjustable.  The students take this apron home for their own use.  Park design would love your business.....They will wholesale to home ec teachers.  I have a number at school, if you are interested please send me another e-mail.  Diane Wilson, Granite School District.

This is not the dish towel apron project, but it’s a project that my 7th graders make that they like.  It’s a little cell phone/i-pod case.  It is perfect for the 7th graders.  I make the batting in the center optional and then it makes it even easier.  This is my favorite project that I have done so far for 7th grade and the students really seem to like it – at least here at my school.  It is also pretty inexpensive and they learn how to sew on a button too – I think that’s the hardest part of it for them.

We are making drawsting backpacks and the students love them.  I have made the aprons before but switched to this.

I would like to know if any of you have had the same experience I had. We made 50 of the dish towel 

aprons from Park using twill tape for the ties. They were easy and simple to make but when we washed 

them even if we tied the strings they tangled together in a terrible wad, when we got them undone they

were so wrinkled that no one wanted to wear them and the students always chose to wear the old ones

because they were such a mess. We have fought with them for 5 years, this year I threw them all in

the trash. I bought pattern # 4119 from Butterick and adjusted the neck strap so it was one peice and

not a tie. I bought cute, bright prints from Walmart 100% cotton which made me worry that the straps

would tangle. My sewing class made them after they were done with their project, they only took about a day per person for each apron, and everyone is so happy with their new aprons-I would never do the dish towel aprons again.

If you work in Salt Lake county, you can buy the dishtowels at the Fabric Center in West Jordan.

I do a 4 patch patch work pillow. The kids need two piece of fabric 1/4 yd each. They cut 4 squares out of each piece. They get to use the rotary cutter which is a skill they need to learn. I get the stuffing for the pillows at Walmart, they have a 10 lb box of stuffing for 19.95. They learn to backstitch, sew a straight line, complete a pivot corner, and hand sew their pillow closed.

The first 
year I ordered I had to go through a little bit of work, 
but since then I haven't had any problems ordering. I 
have done it for about 6 years now. They turn out really 
good and then the students can use them for the Foods Unit 
and take home at the end of the trimester.
