Course Objectives:
Child Development is a wonderful course designed to help the students understand the basics of the developing child. This class begins with the study of developmental theories. In addition, we learn about pregnancy and childbirth. We complete our study learning about the social, emotional, cognitive, and physical development of children from birth through school age.

Required Equipment/Supplies:

· 3 Ring Binder
· Spiral Notebook

· Paper

· Pen or Pencil

Assignments: 
A wide variety of activities, projects, computer time, group interaction and field trips will enhance learning in this course. The students need to keep up with their files and assignments, as this is a fast paced class. It is important that the students attend class daily, as 20 participation points are given. This will include a journal which will be kept at the beginning of class for the first five minutes. These points cannot be made up. I also use a variety of teaching materials including some tasteful clips from G and PG rated videos. I like to include other relevant reading materials from current magazines and newspapers.
Tests: 
A test can only be made up if an absence is excused. Tests must be made up within one week of the absence during the student’s time.
Hall Pass: 
Each student will given three “Lifesavers” on the first day of each term. You will have 3 opportunities to use the pass if they are in your possession. You can not use the hall pass without it! These will be used as tokens for the hall pass with permission from the teacher.  The student must also sign out on the hall pass sheet and not be gone longer than 5 minutes without being marked truant. If the student does not use these “Lifesavers” they can apply them as extra credit at the end of the term. Please plan accordingly. The lifesaver may also be used to turn in one late assignment per lifesaver. The lifesaver must be stapled to the late assignment.
Tardies: 
Students who are tardy to class are expected to sign-in at the tardy sheet posted by the door of the classroom. The reason for being late can be explained here to minimize the amount of disruption to the rest of the class. The students need to write in the date and appropriate time that they enter the classroom as well. Those not doing this will be marked absence for the day. Those arriving to class more than 15 minutes late will also be marked absence for the day. I do follow the attendance policy as outlined by the school.
Grading Standards: 
The students will be graded on assignments, quizzes, tests, projects and participation points for a total score. It is the student’s responsibility to check on missed work if he/she is absent. It is the student’s responsibility to keep current on their grade. Homework will be due at the beginning of the next class period or on the date assigned. NO LATEWORK IS ACCEPTED!!!. At the end of the class the students will each take the State Test that is related to this course. This will be counted as the final for the class. No make-up day is available so it is important that the students attend class that day.

The grading scale is as follows:

H: 0 Tardies 0 Absences 
S: 1-2 Tardies 0 Unexcused Absences

G: 0 Tardies 1 Absences
N: 3 Tardies 1-2 Unexcused Absences
U: 4 Tardies 3+ Unexcused Absences
There will be some extra credit available. HOWEVER, students will not earn an A grade unless ALL assignments, tests, and quizzes are completed and turned in.

Citizenship: 
I believe students are capable of behaving responsibly, showing respect to others, and that following classroom procedures facilitates a warm and productive environment. I follow all of the school guidelines as outlined in the student handbook and website. A “U” will result if the student has two unexcused absences, four tardies, or a truant. I expect the students to be in class and ready to work until class is dismissed. Students who copy or cheat will be given no credit on the assignment and will not receive participation points for the day, with a possibility of being sent to the office. 
NO CELL PHONES, CD PLAYERS, MP3 PLAYERS, IPODS AND FOOD OR DRINK
ARE ALLOWED IN CLASS.
Those students breaking this rule will have to come and talk to Mrs. Sunderland after class to receive these items back. This will result in a loss of participation points as well.
Grading Procedures on Assignments: 
From time to time the students will do work that I feel is beneficial to have other student’s grade or critique. Also, some work needs to be graded by students or teacher aids in class in order to facilitate time restraints. Those found not correcting assignments accurately will not receive credit for the assignments. No cheating will be tolerated. All work must be legible. Homework returned due to legibility must be resubmitted by the following school day. Some assignments must be typed.
Class Procedures:

“Rules are broken, procedures are practiced.”
1. BRING ALL NEEDED MATERIALS TO CLASS. This includes being prepared with binder, paper, pencil/pen, etc.

2. BE READY TO WORK WHEN THE BELL RINGS. Students will be prepared to write in their journals for the first five minutes of class. 

3. RESPECT AND BE POLITE TO ALL PEROPLE. Students will demonstrate respect for the teacher and other students in the class. I attend class to teach and the students should attend class to learn. Disruptive behavior will not be tolerated. Appropriate behavior includes: listening carefully when the teacher or another student is speaking, and refraining from threatening, coercing, intimidating, or annoying any student or staff. NO CELL PHONES, CD PLAYERS, MP3 PLAYERS, AND FOOD OR DRINK ARE ALLOWED IN CLASS.
4. RESPECT OTHER’S PROPERTY. Students will demonstrate care and respect for classroom property and the property of other students. This includes, keeping the classroom neat and clean, not writing on the tables, and being careful with equipment. Damage caused by irresponsible behavior will be the responsibility of the offending student to rectify.
5. OBEY ALL SCHOOL RULES. Students will abide by the school’s policies on dress and grooming, harmful illegal substances, fighting, vulgarity and profanity.
