This is a note about a potential resource for Adult Roles or Child Development Teachers.
 
I recently was sent an e-mail to my school account offering me a free copy of Baby Borrowers, from the National Campaign to prevent teen pregnancy, so not knowing what to expect, I ordered it.  This weekend I previewed much of it.  This DVD was a copy of a complete season of a reality show from a couple of years ago on NBC where 5 teenage couples were given the opportunity to experience the demands of child raising by actually having the children of different ages at different times in their home.  This was televised and was also watched by the real parents of the young children.  It is far too long to use the whole series, but I can see the potential for using some of the clips effectively in a classroom situation of child development or Adult roles as it is quite tastefully done for a reality show.  
 
At the begining of the show these teen parents are in a serious and they think committed relationship, and think they think they areare ready to have kids, but after a short time of the real life experiences they change their minds.  It  expores communication and  relationships and parenting readiness (or not) in a fashion that would really relate to the teen students because these "parents" are similar to our HS students in maturity and priorities.
