I appriciate everyone that responded. This is what I recieved.

I have my students go to the computer lab and make a power point with just 6 slides. (It needs to have pictures on each slide) I have them work with a partner. 
1st slide name of illness and their names
2nd slide symptoms
3rd slide causes
4th treatments
5th preventive measures
6th slide interesting additional information they learned

Before class, I type up a list of the ones I want them to do. I cut the list apart and have them draw one out.

Our students are really good at making power points, so they can do it in 2 class periods. Then we spend a day and present them. It is a great activity!!!

I talk about the childhood diseases that have been pretty much eradicated by immunizations and show pictures (which you can get off the internet) to them of children with the disease e.g. measles etc. Then I stress the importance of getting children immunizes.

__________________________________________________________________

I teach a safety lesson in CTE child care and I have found many newspaper articles where 80% of care seats are not installed properly. You could probably google it. Also there is a group called "Spot the Tot" about avoiding backing over children. It has some good information. I have a poster of most of the drowning, car seat accidents, running over and other accidents that I have found over the years in the newspapers. It won't take long to collect some and the students are very impressed with the real thing and the actual incidents.

____________________________________________________________________

I have our school nurse come in and do immunizations and the county health does car seats and tons of other safety issues. Utah County health does a great job.
