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ACETATE POLYESTER

Each piece of fabric was soaked in dye for a 5 minuit period. The order of
absorbency is as followed: cotton, silk, acetate, nylon, and last, polyester. Natural
fibers absorb better than the synthetic fibers. To produce a darker hue on synthetic

fibers, blend in a percentage of natural fibers.

FIBER BURN TESTS

SRR POLYESTER

Each piece of fabric was burned and the results are as
followed: Natural fibers burn faster and leave ash. As
for synthetic fibers, they melt, leave odor, and bead.
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Melted wax was applied to
the piece of fabric. It was
then soaked in dye for 5
minuets and ironed dry.

When wax peeled off, the

created design appeared.
BATIK SAMPLE

To create a bold floral design was the purpose set in mind. First,
the idea was sketched out, and then fabric was laid on top and the
design painted in. The painted design brings out the depth that

the sketch could not achieve.
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
