	Where to put product when done

	1.  Cut fabric into 8” x 18” rectangles.  (Teacher)
	Serger tote

	2.  Serge all four sides of each fabric. 
	Pressers tote

	3.  Inspect.  Place on cutting counter or in the FIX tote.

	4.  Cut loose threads.
	Pressers tote

	5.  Iron flat.
	Pinners tote

	6.  Pin one side at top, bottom and middle.  Pins are perpendicular to edge.
	Sewing machine tote

	7.  Sew one side at 5/8 inch, backstitching at the beginning and end. 
	Inspector tote

	8.  Inspect.  Place on cutting counter or in the FIX tote.

	9.  Cut loose threads.
	Pressers tote

	10.  Iron seam flat.  Iron down ¾ inch from the top to make a casing.
	Pinners tote

	11.  Pin casing at both sides and in the middle perpendicular to edge.
	Sewing machine tote

	12.  Sew casing next to serge line, straight, backstitching at both ends. 
	Inspector tote

	13.  Inspect.  Place on cutting counter or in the FIX tote.

	14.  Cut loose threads.
	Pressers tote

	15.  Iron seam flat.
	Pinners tote

	16.  Pin other side same as before.  Top pin should be put right under casing.
	Sewing machine tote

	17.  Sew 2nd side at 5/8” except for the casing.  Backstitch at both ends. 
	Inspector tote

	18.  Inspect.  Place on cutting counter or in the FIX tote.

	19.  Cut loose threads.  
	Pressers tote

	20.  Iron bag and turn inside out.  
	Cutting counter

	21.  Cut matching ribbon 20” long.  Put in the correct candy bag using the order form.
	Pinners tote

	22.  Pin the safety pin to one edge of the ribbon.
	Drawstrings tote

	23.  Put drawstring through the casing.  Remove safety pin.  Tie the ends in a bow/knot.  
	Inspector tote

	24.  Inspect.  Put in the final product box or the FIX tote.
	Final Product Box

	20.  Label with customer’s name and cost.
