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Hi Christine:

You might try having each unit take on a certain country.

Have them research and learn about their foods.

Each unit could present a report of what they learned to the class.

For the Lab, each unit would select and plan their lab to showcase

one or more foods from their country.  All students would sample 

all foods, labelled from each country.

Another way would be to study the country as a class, and then

each kitchen could make one of their foods, or all make the main item.

You could also have individualized reports, where a student would sign

up to cover a country.  They would research and prepare a report, 

including food samples to present to the class for credit.

I wish we had more time in our classes!!!
