I got asked about the Food and Nutrition videos I bought from Learning Seed. I thought I would share with you all my thoughts on the new videos:

All videos are $99 unless you buy a package deal. I bought:

Carbohydrates

Fats

Protein

Water

Vitamins

Minerals

... these six come at a discount price if you buy all six together in a package deal. So, it was $500 instead of $600

I also bought:

Kitchen Math and Measuring

Microwave Mysteries: Beep, Zap, Defrost!

... these two are part of another package deal, but I didn't get the whole package.

I just got all of the videos in the mail yesterday, so I haven't looked at them all yet, but I have gone through the math/measuring video, microwave video, and half of the carb video. They are not as cheesy as the older Learning Seed videos. They move at a much faster pace. They review at the end of each section of the video... a very quick review that hits the highlights and helps tie it all together. They explain things very well and have great pictures. They go into a little bit more detail than I think some of my students can handle, but I think they do a good job of explaining things simply for most students and giving depth for the more advanced students. They do NOT come with study guides, so those would have to be made.
