Just a note: I used to use the elastic technique.  How ever I had the plumbers in my room for a whole day getting out a clog.  "The toughest they have ever seen."  When it finally came out they found elastics amongst other stuff.  I now stick with the tieing method.  I used the elastics for about 2 years before I had any problems.  Some of the elastics would get brittle from being used or break.

Just thought you would like to know!

>>> "mary.jo.judd" <mary.jo.judd@sevier.k12.ut.us> 3/13/2009 1:28 PM >>>
my solution is faster and easier-I require the students to tie their apron strings before they go in the washer.  the problems are eliminated, and the aprons are fine- and it is fast and say.

We have come up with a way to prevent our apron strings from tangling, so we thought we would share!  For each apron, we gather the strings up and fold them in to thirds.  then we wrap a small rubber band or small hair band around them.  It is a little time consuming, so we usually have one of our TA's do it.  Once they come out, all you do is quickly remove the rubber band!  If you put hair bands on them, the students could remove them and use them for their hair.  We hope this helps a few of you.  It is a lot less stressful then untangling apron strings!
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
