 
I typed the vocabulary words into a powerpoint and then printed it out as handouts with 9 slides to a page.  I printed 4 copies so I can split the class into groups.  I'm going to have them laminated and then I'll cut them into cards.  I plan on the students playing a matching game to review.  If anyone has any other ideas of games I can play with these cards let me know!

You could make a "Joker" type card or "Old maid" card to go with the set. Then think kids games: Old Maids, Books, Go fish, Concentration/Memory, War. Somewhere I have seen these made up similiar to dominoes and then played like dominoes. I'll have to think about that and see if I can remember where I saw that. Might be able to make it up with out anymore information. You could also use them with a board game or use the words on bingo cards and then call out the definitions. There is also an elementary game called Who has. You would need your cardsset up differently. They would each have a front and a back. A question on one side and an answer to a different question on the back. One card has "Start" on the front and a question on the back AND a second card has an answer on the front and the words "The End" on the back. (The cards as set up in such a way that you would have to go through all of them to get to the end.) Each child is given a card and the teacher starts off with I have "start" who has 2+4, The student who has 6 says I have 6 who has 3+1. This continues until the last question is called and the last answer comes up, the next statement is "The end". You could do the same with terms and definitions. Whoever (teacher) has start says I have "Start" who has "Analagous". The person with that answer calls it out and finishes with their question. The last person's last card says "The End". The kids have to pay attention because they don't know when their answer is coming up. Hope that makes sense. If not email and I'll try to explain more throughly or get the instructions from our third grade teacher. I gave it to her as she was needing a time filler when her kids finished a bit early. She was going to make sets for addition, subtraction, multiplication, definitions, what ever they needed reinforcement in.  Hope this helps.
