Misc. Time Fillers

1. Have students write what they learned in class then exchange it with someone else to see if they learned anything different.

2. Play “MOST LIKELY TO” (be an actress, be a cook, etc.)

3. Write words backwards and figure them out.

4. Write “If I was a ______________________________- what would I be and why?  (fabric, color, appliance, shape, etc.)

5. Pass out flannel board story pictures and have them create their own story.

6. Describe a picture to the class.  See if they can create the correct picture.
