PreK3	–	5th	Grade	parents	will	log	into	Canvas	either	through	the	Student	app	or	through	the	website	to	access:	Class	
pictures,	weekly	newsletters,	technology	resources,	class	syllabi,	class	and	school	calendars	to	stay	up	to	date	with	
important	events	(hint:	you	can	subscribe	to	these	using	whatever	calendar	you	currently	use),	current	units	of	learning,	
and	much,	much	more.	

6th	-	8th	Grade	parents	will	continue	to	use	the	Canvas	Parent	app	to	view	their	student's	assignments,	due	dates,	
announcements,	grades,	and	get	grade	alerts.

How	to	Install	the	Canvas	Student	App	
1. On	your	mobile	device,	open	the	App	Store	(click	images	below	for	quick	access).	

	

2. Search	for	"Canvas	Student"	(Canvas	Parent	should	be	used	by	6th-8th	grade	
parents)	

3. Select	Canvas	by	Instructure,	and	download	and	install	it.

How	to	Log	in	to	the	Canvas	App	

The	first	time	you	log	in,	you	will	need	to	identify	our	school	and	log	in	with	your	Corbett	Prep	user	ID	and	password.		

1. Open	the	Canvas	app.	
2. Tap	Find	Your	School	or	District.	
3. Type	‘Corbett	Prep’.		When	the	full	name	appears	in	the	search	list,	tap	the	name.	
4. On	the	next	page,	type	your	student’s	email	address	(Listed	on	the	front	of	this	page)	
5. The	next	page	will	ask	for	your	student’s	password,	and	tap	‘Sign	In’.	
6. You	will	then	be	asked	if	you	want	to	stay	signed	in.	Check	the	‘Don’t	show	this	again’	box	and	tap	‘Yes’.	
7. Your	Canvas	dashboard	will	open.	Here	is	an	example.	

	

How	to	Navigate	the	Canvas	Student	App	

Each	student	is	enrolled	in	a	homeroom	class,	and	a	number	of	specials	classes.			
For	example,	this	student	has	a	Kindergarten	homeroom,	a	Music	class,		
Technology	class	etc.	
	
Canvas	allows	each	classroom	and	teacher	to	have	an	online	space	for	
all	kinds	of	resources.

Along	the	bottom	row	you	will	also	
see	‘Calendar’.		Canvas	keeps	you	
up	to	date	with	school	wide	events	
as	well	as	class	specific	dates	such	
as	reminders,	events,	and	
important	things	to	remember.	
We	encourage	you	to	subscribe	to	
your	Canvas	calendar	feed	using	
whatever	calendar	application	you	
like.	(Google,	iCal,	Outlook)	Just	
follow	these	steps:	

1. Tap	‘Courses’	

2. Tap	the	 	icon	at	the	top	
left.	

3. Tap	‘Settings’	
4. Tap	‘About’	
5. Tap	‘Subscribe	to	calendar	

feed’	
6. Tap	‘Subscribe’	
7. That’s	it!	

The	Homeroom	course	is	where	you	will	find	all	kinds	of	information	about	
your	student’s	class	including	what	they	are	learning,	technology	resources,	
newsletters,	syllabi,	class	pictures,	and	much	more.

2. The	‘Inbox’	can	be	used	to	
communicate	with	your	student’s	
teachers.		Whatever	you	send	will	be	
sent	directly	to	the	teacher’s	Canvas	
inbox	as	well	as	their	email	account.		Of	
course,	you	are	welcome	to	simply	
email	or	call	as	you	would	normally	do.	

Enable	Push	Notifications	on	your	Phone	

1. Tap	‘Courses’	

2. Tap	the	 	icon	at	the	top	left.	
3. Tap	‘Settings’	
4. Tap	‘Allow	Notifications	in	Settings’	
5. Configure	notifications	how	you	would	like	to
