T-shirts are hemmed on sergers that stitch and hem at the same time.  Bernina 1300 sergers have that feature it's called a Cover Stitch.  You can imitate that look by serging the edge and then using a double needle to topstitch your fabric on a regular sewing machine. You can buy other sergers that have a cover stitch.
