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Practice Pocket

Step One
Pin, measuring for grain 
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Selvage








Grain Line
Step Two 
Cut out 

Step Three
Clean Finish top edge.  Do so by folding the top ¼” to the back.  Stitch close to the bottom edge


Step Four
Fold top 1” to the front and sew at 5/8” on the 3 sides that are not clean finished.  Pivot at the corners.


Step Five
Trim top corners, turn to the back, press seam allowance to the back







Step Six
Miter Bottom Corners.  Do this by opening up the bottom seam allowance corners.  Fold up onto a triangle, press.  Fold in the side seam allowance and press

Top Stitch close to the clean finish stitching
