Scrap Caddie

Fabric = 12" quilted fabric, 5 inch square of rubber mesh 

used to cover shelves, rice and steel wool

for pin cushion and assorted lace for embellishment

Cut: 1 - rectangle 18" x 12"

      1 - strip 18" x 3" co-ordinating fabric if desired

      1 - square 5" x 5" co-ordinating fabric if desired

      2 - squares 6" x 6" co-ordinating fabric if desire

Sew right side of strip to wrong side of 18" edge. Fold 

over the top of the quilted

edge and press 1/2" under (bottom of the "collar"). 

Stictch bottom edge of collar to quilted fabric. Make a 

tube by matching 12" sides of fabric together. Stitch--and 

serge edge of desired. Stitch bottom seam, serge if 

desired.

To square off bottom: with right sides together, fold 

corners in a triangle matching the side

seam and bottom seam. Measure both sides of the triangle 1 

1/2" from the point toward the bag

and mark with a pin. Stitch straight across from pin to 

pin to square off the corner. Cut triangle

off and serge.

To make the pin cushion. Make a puff pillow square by 

placing the 6" square on the 5" square

with wrong sides together. Make a small tuck near the 

center of each side to fit the larger

square to the smaller square. Leave opening on bottom edge 

and stitch remaining sides.

Place remaining 6" square right side down on top of the 

puff square (right sides together

leaving same edge open) Turn right side out. Fill with 

rice except for center top of square. Use a ball of steel 

wool in the center. ( the steel wool will keep your pins 

and needles sharp) Close opening by stitching or serging 

and attach this edge to the bag.

Glue a 5" square of rubberized shelf mesh to bottom of the 

pin cushion.

Hang on the edge of the table near the sewing machine to 

capture threads and scraps.

Use a lunch bag liner if desired.

I have my clothing I class make these when needed, they 

stay on the table edge and

are great. I use the lunch bag liner, makes it easier to 

clean them.
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
