Picture Mounting

PICTURE MOUNTING - 

1. Find an appropriate picture and trim neatly.  Make square or rectangle – don’t cut around a shape!

2. Mount picture on piece of black paper and trim ¼” wider than the picture.  Save and use scraps.

3. Write a label and description on white paper in block lettering. (May use computer)

4. Cut, mount on black paper, and trim to ¼” of writing.

5. Arrange label, picture, and description on white paper.  Mount carefully.

ASSIGNMENT: Find a picture of a fashion in a magazine.  Create a picture portfolio page using the title and description of a description provided below.  Attach the remainder of this page to the mounting assignment as a cover sheet.
