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Hi,

I guess a lot of you didn't understand how to use the murder mystery assignment.  Here is how I used it.  It was the final assignment for my 8th grade decisions, values, goals unit.  

I cut all the clues up and put  a set of them in an envelope for each group.  I used the power point to tell them the questions they needed to answer.  The most important part is that you don't tell them which clues they have right or wrong.  I just told them how many were right, but not which ones.  They really have to work together to get the answers.  I gave a prize to the group who got the right answer first.  Then use the power point to give them the answer and discuss. 
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I used this differently.  Each student picked a clue that had been cut apart from the list.  As a whole group, they could only ready their own clue and could not write anything down.  As a class, they can't ask for help or clarification from the teacher

and can only ask the teacher if they have all the problems solved.  The point of the way I used it is communication, listening ..... etc.  I'm amazed they can solve for every clue component just from listening to each other and problem solving as a whole

class.
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
