I purchased the Wilton one a few years ago and yes, there is a recipe book that comes with it.  My favorite are the ones that are a basic butter cookie with almond extract, but I think they had a lemon flavored cookie recipe in there too (I’m going off memory here).  I don’t know if there was a chocolate one.  And you could replace the almond extract with vanilla.  My mom had one when I was growing up and I loved it!  For the holidays, I make the lady finger shape (just the long thing strip) and then dip half in chocolate.  You can do other shapes and do that too, and then sprinkle with finely chopped nuts or drizzle chocolate instead or a variety of things!
