Color Value Board Assignment

Step 1:  Paint the card according to the label on each box.  A tint is made by adding a small amount of white to the color.  A tone is made by adding a SMALL amount of that color’s complement.  A shade is made by adding a small amount of black.

Step 2:  Allow the page to dry then cut out each color as a group and mount it on black paper.

Step 3:  Mount the six rectangles on the board along with the legend and title below.

VALUE:  VALUE REFERS TO THE LIGHTNESS OR DARKNESS OF A HUE.  EVERY HUE CAN RANGE IN VALUE FROM LIGHT TO DARK, BUT WE USUALLY THINK OF THEM IN THEIR NORMAL VALUES.  TINTS ARE VALUES LIGHTER THAN NORMAL AND SHADES ARE VALUES DARKER THAN NORMAL.  TONES ARE CREATED BY ADDING A SMALL AMOUNT OF THE COMPLEMENTARY COLOR TO “TONE DOWN” THE INTENSITY OF THE HUE.
