1.  You may have to pre-arrange with certain facilities in order to have your students serve:

2.  You could have students locate and serve meals, etc. to a homeless center or domestic abuse safe-house.

3.  Maybe they could give service in a Hospital Cafeteria or Home for the Elderly, either with food prep or delivery assistance.

4.  They could volunteer to help in the kitchen and/or serving at a church dinner or banquet, also Kiwanis, Rotary Clubs, etc.
5.  There are occasional political dinners or banquets, contact the Republican or Democratic Committees.

6.  Maybe they could job-shadow and volunteer to help without pay in an established restaurant or facility, like an apprentice.
7.  Occasionally, various cities host a large breakfast, etc. and need help.

8.  Students could help in the school cafeteria with prep, and with serving.

9.  Students could assist with large-order grocery shopping and putting food away appropriately.
10. Students could help with planning, preparation, and serving for a faculty dinner party at the school.

11. Students could help and serve at a Wedding, Funeral, or Family Reunion, etc.

12. As a mother of six from a family of nine, I know that they could volunteer their help and time at home with family meals,
