Objective 0801 – A variety of slide layouts.

Objective 0802 – Transitions and automatic timing

Objective 0803 – Graphics and text

Objective 0804 – Proofread and correct all language mechanics errors (grammar, spelling, punctuation, and word usage) in the presentation.

The examples used are for Microsoft PowerPoint. 

Assignment One. Teach the basics of PowerPoint by walking through each type of slide and have students use their family information. See example of PowerPoint entitled “My Family.”
1. Title Slide – My Family (Slide 1)
2. Bulleted slide – Names of Family Members (Slide 2)
3. Clip Art slide with 4 pictures (Slide 3)
4. Clip art with bulleted items (Slide 4)
5. Media content slide – choose table (Slide 5)
6. Media content slide – choose chart (Slide 6)
7. Media content slide – choose picture (Slide 7)
8. Media content slide – choose organization chart (Slide 8)

9. Media content slide – choose media animation (Slide 9)
Then show the following areas under the Task Pane drop down box
· Slide design – design templates (Slide 10)
· Slide design -  Color Schemes (Slide 11)

· Custom Animation (Slides 12 and 13)

· Slide transition and Automatic timing (Slide 14)

From the Insert menu – Movies and Sounds – Sounds from clip organizer (Slide 15)

Use spell check to correct for errors and PROOFREAD.

A rubric for this assignment is included. Just walk around as you teach to make sure each student is working with you and put a checkmark if they completed the item, or leave it blank if they didn’t.
