
3. Begin by asking all the children who like winter best to bring
their die-cut shape to the circle graph and glue or tape them on
the chart around the outside edge of the circle.  

4. Continue the same procedure with the seasons spring, summer
and fall until the die cuts encircle the graph.  

5. Use a marker to label each of the seasons on the appropriate
places on the graph. You may also like to count out loud as a
group the number of die-cuts that represent each season and write
the number by the name of the season. 

6. On the inner part of the circle, use four different colors of markers
or crayons to color in the wedge shape in the circle to distinctly
show how much of the circle is representative of winter, spring,
summer, and fall. 
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
